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Our Diocesan Links 
Jalingo, Nigeria
The diocese of Jalingo is in the eastern part of Nigeria and has been estimated with a population of 581,000. There are 20 parishes in the city which has a high number of immigrants.

There is not much information about the diocese but being a Christian in Nigeria is not easy. Nigeria is 7th on the World Watch List for religious persecution published by Open Doors.

Byumba, Rwanda
Rwanda is situated in central Africa. The war and genocide has left many widows and orphans. The area is very mountainous with 2 major seasons a year. 97% of the population depend on traditional agriculture which leads to persisting poverty.

Mothers’ Union members in Byumba are reaching out to the community through Voluntary Savings and Loans Associations to build family capacity. They support the Hannah project which feeds 49 children affected by HIV/AIDS. They also work with primary schools to support the children with food, fees and school supplies.

Lake Malawi, Malawi
Lake Malawi is in Central Africa with 57 parishes and 64 priests. The economy is heavily based on agriculture with a largely rural population. 

Communities in the Diocese face many challenges such as water and sanitation problems, health issues, floods and hunger, abduction of albinos and gender based violence. The church is trying to address these needs through programmes of empowerment and education.  Although aligned to Christian values, programs and services are offered irrespective of religion, gender or race.

Lucknow, Northern India
The Diocese of Lucknow is the largest diocese in the Church of North India (CNI), located within Uttar Pradesh. 

The Women’s Fellowship for Christian Service in the CNI is affiliated to the global Mothers’ Union. The Women’s Fellowship runs projects and campaigns about issues such as gender inequality, working with young people and the elderly.

We don’t know much about Lucknow, but we do know that India is 12th on the World Watch List for religious persecution.

Kagera, Lweru and Biharamulo, Tanzania
Kagera region is situated in northwest Tanzania.  In the 40 years since the diocese was created, it has given birth to two new dioceses, Lweru and Biharamulo. 70% of the population are subsistence farmers, facing real challenges with climate change.

In Kagera, there are 6215 Mothers’ Union members. MU has initiated several projects – a conference hall, rental houses, sewing training classes. Six girls are on a six-month course, training them to be economically independent. The MU has also planted 100,000 trees.

At the moment we have no details of MU members in Lweru and Biharamulo.
